


Changes Coming to the 
delong house

Starting this spring we will start an innovative project to experi-
ment with new ways to use the DeLong House. We have often 
heard the comment that once one has seen the house there 

is no reason to come back. Th e DeLong House is one of our most 
important resources, and we want people to have a reason to come 
back! We have to try new approaches to discover what will work.
 For this project we are consulting with Rainey Tisdale, a 
leader in applying creative new ways to connect museums to their 
communities. Our goal is to develop new engaging activities that 
will off er visitors a fresh experience and an opportunity to share 
their personal histories with others.
 So don’t be surprised if you stop by the museum and discover that 
things are diff erent. Th is summer, we plan to move things around 
in the house and to add interactive exhibits that challenge you to 
think about history in a diff erent way. We also will ask you for your 
input. We hope you will fi nd the process to be fun as we plan a new 
direction that will give our visitors the reason to come back.
 Th is project is supported by a $5000 grant from the New York 
State Council on the Arts with the support of Governor Andrew 
M. Cuomo and the New York State Legislature. Matching funds are 
provided by a $2500 grant from the DBL Foundation, and a $2000 
grant from the Touba Family Foundation.

Signs of the past

i
n the 1870s and 1880s, signs served many purposes. They 
helped people travel by identifying hotels, steam boats, 
train stations and trolley cars, and they guided people to 

needed goods and services. Signs advertised businesses, 
welcomed people to destinations, and identifi ed bound-
aries and possession. Sometimes they also communicated 
both group and individual identity. This small show of 
Stoddard’s photographs demonstrates the range of signs 
used in the region in the late 19th century.

archives project
With funding support from the 
Leo Cox Beach Philanthropic 
Foundation, the museum has 
been cataloguing the contents 
of manuscript boxes stored in 
our archives and adding the data 
to our computer database. Th e 
progress is slow, but ultimately we 
hope to have access equal to that 
of the museum’s photographic 
and object collections. Items 
that have visual interest, such 
as Lincoln Cathers’ fascinating 
collection of 100+ WWII home 
front posters, are being scanned 
and added to our online database.
